Improve the sharing of growth-related data among state
agencies and local governments in a consistent form for
maximum utilization

Minimize the redundancy and duplication of data collection
efforts

Avoid creating new asks for local governments and state
agencies beyond the request to share information

Ensure the process and reasoning for data collection and
analysis is as transparent as possible, and address confusion or
ambiguities as soon as they are identified

Commit to maintaining data sets created for growth monitoring
purposes

Provide data and tools that local, regional, and state agencies
can use to plan for future growth, and which can be easily
iIntegrated into third-party planning tools
