HIGHLIGHTS FOR LOCAL JURISDICTIONS

1. Identify community vision of local transportation ecosystem needs

2. Tie needs to known CAV solutions

3. Include CAV language in plans and policies (especially for grants!)

4. Educate local, regional, and statewide legislators on CAV

5. Engage with CAV companies early to learn limitations and opportunities

6. Pursue and implement CAV pilot deployment projects

7. Support data collection and sharing, while balancing privacy

8. Build staff skill in CAV and related technology
